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   John 1:1-5    The Communicating Creator


This paragraph contains some of the most profound thoughts ever written or imagined.  Let’s think through John’s introduction to Jesus, our Savior, and allow his ideas to penetrate us, to change us.

God’s Son is God.

No inferiority is implied.  He always has existed, and so can not be a lesser deity or a creature.  The formula for The Trinity came about partly because of debate on the deity of Christ and His relationship to the Father.


Therefore. . .




Jesus is not just another religious leader.



Jesus commands the highest authority.



Jesus is worshiped, not merely respected or liked.





Matthew 1:18-25; John 10:30-38; 14:9

God’s Son communicates, or shares, God with His Cosmos.


Jesus did not merely show up one day as a good man, and God found a job for Him to do.  He was sent from the Father, at just the right time, to tell His creatures what God is like, and how to enter His life.


Therefore. . .



Jesus is God’s “first and last Word” about Himself.



Jesus has the right and responsibility to speak for God.



Jesus is our “wake-up” call that God is pursuing us.




Galatians 4:4, 5; Colossians 1:15, 19; Rev. 1:8

God’s Son is the Creator.


We learn that the Second Person of the Trinity is the agent of Creation.  This fact is echoed in other texts as well, and is important.


Therefore. . .



Jesus is not a creature, not a “mere man.”




Jesus knows how the world works, since He put it together and sustains it.



Jesus not only is wise; He is smart.




Colossians 1:16-18; Hebrews 1:5-12

God’s Son is the Source of Life.


Life eternal, God’s life, exists in and through the Son, and is not available in the religions of the world, nor is it something we earn.  


Therefore. . .



To find life, we must come to Christ.



To find Christ is to find life.



To give life is why He came.




Romans 6:20-23; 1 John 5:10-12

God’s Son has life which is in essence, “light.”

Light pierces the darkness merely by its presence.  In fact, in itself, darkness is nothing, being instead the absence of light (as cold is the absence of heat). In the same way, Truth pierces our ignorance and folly.


Therefore. . .



To know Jesus is to find our way to triumph.



To know Jesus is to know how to live.



To know Jesus is to have power for living.




Luke 1:76-79; Ephesians 3:8-11

Life Line:  Life in Jesus is rooted in God’s communing, communal nature, and His love of sharing His glory with others.
